Colorado…. Anti 2nd Amendment Legislation 

HB23-1219 Waiting Period to Deliver A Firearm, (Rep Froelick, 
Rep. Amabile, Sen. Sullivan, Sen. Hansen) A waiting period of three 

days after the initiation of the background check, before a firearm can be d 

elivered. Fines if violated. 

SB23-168 Gun Violence Victims Acess to Judicial System, (Sen. 
Sonya Jaquez Lewis, Sen. Kolker, Rep. Mabrey. Rep. Parenti) 
provides an avenue to sue “firearm industry members”, (manufacturer, dealer 
etc.), for up to five years. 

SB23-169 Increases Minimum Age to Purchase Firearms, (Sen. 
Mullica, Sen. Danielson, Rep. Duran, Rep. Hamrick) increases the 

legal age to purchase, possess, sell, or transfer a firearm from 18 to 21. 

SB 23-170 Extreme Risk Protection Orders, (Red Flag Law) (Sen. 
Sullivan, Sen. Fenberg, Rep. Bacon, Rep. Weisseman, In addition to 

family or household members or law enforcement filing a petition add licensed 
medical care provider, licensed mental health care providers , licensed educators 
and district attorneys.
